Seven Springs is located approximately one hour’s 
drive southeast of Pittsburgh. It is easily accessible 
off exits 91 or 110 of the Pennsylvania Turnpike.

Exit 91, Donegal
Turn left off the exit ramp (Routes 711 and 31); approximately two 
miles, turn right on Route 711; follow 711 for about two miles; at 
the Star Market in Champion, turn left; follow the signs to Seven 
Springs (approximately eight miles) on the right.

Exit 110, Somerset
Turn right off the exit ramp at the second light; at the third traffic 
light turn right (Route 31, West); follow 31 West approximately 
seven miles; turn left at Pioneer Park; follow that road 
approximately four miles; at the first stop sign, turn right. Seven 
Springs will be five miles ahead on the left.
